COMMITTEE REPORTS (limited to 5 minutes maximum)
• Special Events (Jim Kosse): 

We have tickets and posters for the fall run. Thank you Dawn for getting these printed. Tickets will be $5.00 in advance and $7.00 at the door. The ride will leave Delano Lanes. The route is yet to be determined. Keith Knee made a motion to donate two Lake Chapter t-shirts as door prizes for the fall run, one men’s, one women’s. Mike Edgett seconded. Motion passed.
• Products (Holly R. and Danita):  There is a booklet to choose what type of products you would like to order. You can decide where you would like the designs to be. There are a lot of different styles to choose from. Contact Holly if you would like to order. Ordering may be on line at a later date. They are still working on other designs.
• State Rally (Jim K):  The chapter did an excellent job getting sponsorships for the rally. Our total was $3,300.00 in sponsorships. Sunday, 1:00 pm, meet at Popeye’s to load wood to take out to the rally site. Lake Chapter is in charge of the fire again this year. The chapter is signed up to do security on Friday from 12:00 – 4:00 pm and the front gate on Saturday from 11:00 – 4:00 pm. The corn feed will be set up by the fire area. Bring a couple extra drinks to through into a community cooler. We will have a couple games on hand for people to play if they want. Lake Chapter photo will be taken that afternoon.
• Dial-A-Ride (Mike E):  Mike gave an overview for those that haven’t heard about the program. The season runs from April to October. Thank those establishments that participate in the program.
• Public Relations: (Mitch B):  Patty read a written report from Mitch. We have been contacted by Big Brother/Big Sisters regarding Bowling for Kids. Mike Edgett made a motion to have the Bowling for Kids on October 13th, from 12:00 – 2:00 pm at McPete’s in Big Lake. Keith Knee Seconded. Motion passed. Mitch will get the sponsorship info for the next meeting.
• Website (Charm B):  No report available.
• Social Media (Jim K):  There was a suggestion to post more events on our facebook page.
• Training and Education (Open):  This position is still open.  Todd asked if someone would volunteer to set up a training course in the spring. If you are willing to do that, contact Todd.
Mike Shinn made a motion to accept the committee reports. Cousin Steve seconded. Motion passed.
LEGISLATIVE REPORTS (limited to 5 minutes maximum)
• MRF Report: (Todd R): Lake Chapter renewed their sustaining membership with the MRF.  Lake Chapter has been a sustaining member for 17 consecutive years. Todd also had some new MRF membership forms. 
The CDC issued proposed a project entitled “Costs and Cost Savings of Motor Vehicle Injury Protection. The study will focus on 13 different “interventions”. One of them specifically is motorcycle helmet use laws.

Todd discussed the motorcycle only checkpoints and the money being spent on them. Please contact your representative and ask them to support HR1861 which will prohibit federally funding this program. If they support this bill, thank them for doing so.
HR2414 would require manufacturers to disclose to the consumer if a “Black Box” is installed on their motorcycle, the data collection capabilities and how that data will be used. This bill clarified that the owner of the motorcycle, owns that data.

The MRF was proudly displayed at the Broker Spoke Saloon and campground during Sturgis week. Dawn Riba worked extremely hard at getting the information designed, made and then displayed. Banners were displayed behind the bar and business card sized membership forms and literature were handed out by the folks of Cycle Source. Please support Cycle Source, the Broken Spoke Saloon and Campground and American Iron Magazine. They all support our freedom of motorcycling. 
• Minnesota Motorcycle Safety Task Force: (Mitch B):  Patty read a written report from Mitch. Last meeting was on July 17th. There are 15 members on the committee which includes five A.B.A.T.E. members. A grant application was presented by a member from NHTSA for a helmet use education program. After a lot of discussion the members voted against the application 8 to 4. Grant money could certainly be used in a better way than putting helmets on our heads. We could use more A.B.A.T.E. members on the Task Force Committee.
• Legislative Report (Todd R):  The failure to yield bill will be back on the table when session starts again. We will present it with a gross misdemeanor option.
We are still working on the start seeing motorcycle license plate. If this would go through a portion of those monies from the sale of the license plate would go into the motorcycle safety fund.

Motorcycle fatalities are up in Minnesota and we need to be prepared for what the legislature will bring up next spring.  It is important that you support MnPac. Try to attend the fundraiser, Thursday before the rally starts.

Mike Shinn made a motion to accept the Legislative reports as presented.  Keith Knee seconded. Motion passed.

OLD BUSINESS:

The buddy bear drop at the Victoria Fire Department, before the meeting, had to be postponed. We try to do it during our spring run.
We will need people to help at the corn feed during the rally.

The Lake Chapter anniversary party at Kenny’s needs to be cancelled due to a conflict. Batman made a motion to have our 25th Lake Chapter Anniversary at the rally. Keith Knee seconded. Motion passed.
